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In 1858, the Treaty of Tianjin opened Danshui(Tamsui) up as a trading port. Two years
later, the Ching court signed the Convention of Beijing with Britain and France, officially
opening the port to foreign trade. During the reign of Ching Emperor Guangxu (1875-1908),
Danshui(Tamsui) became the largest port in northern Taiwan due to the brisk tea trade.
During the golden years of the port, massive 2000-ton trading ships could berth in its harbor.

A series of legends arose around Danshui(Tamsui), giving the town the air of a foreign country
with an unmistakable international flair, featuring buildings with European architecture,
including Fort San Domingo, Mackay Mission Hospital, Customs Officer's Residence, and the
Presbyterian Church. Still others were built in the Japanese style. Danshui(Tamsui) also has
the unmistakable signs of a traditional Taiwanese village, including crisscrossing alleyways
dotted with temples. The town is home to the largest concentration of historic sites in Taipei
County. The history preserved in these buildings fills Danshui(Tamsui) with mysterious
legends, attracting travelers curious to learn more about this town and its interesting past.
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THE STOR "
Y OF THE CUSTOMHOUSE

During the reign of Ching Emperor Kangxi, China established four customhouses along its Eastern coast in
Guangdong, Fujian, Zhejiang, and Jiangsu provinces. In the early days, the largest portion of tax revenue
came in through the Guangdong customhouse. In 1854, Hong Xiuquan’s Small Sword Society staged an
uprising in Shanghai, which sent the Governor of Sue, Song, and Tai and the Superintendent of Customs,
Wau Jianzhang into hiding in the foreign concessions. The English, Americans, and French located in the area
took over maritime affairs and created the Customs and Excise Commission,

The 1842 Treaty of Nanjing called for tariffs of five percent to be levied on all imports and exports.. I
Following the uprisings that rocked Shanghai, the Commission passed along the tax income to the Ching |
government. While not pleased with the exorbitant fees charged by the f01e1gnels in the Customs SelVlce;_-
the revenue from tariffs had increased several fold. Withiits coffers nearly bare, , this became.anddm Oftantl
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Eventually, the Imperial Maritime Customs Service set up a customhouse in Danshui(Tamsui), which
had originally been under the jurisdiction of the Fuzhou Customs Commissioner. Prior to the newly
established customhouse, all tariffs levied on goods passing through Danshui(Tamsui) had to be
processed in Fuzhou. As traffic through Danshui(Tamsui) grew, it was natural to set up a customhouse
in the area. When Danshui(Tamsui) was named as a trading port, this privilege did not extend
to the entire administrative area, only to the city itself and the surrounding areas of Dadaocheng
and Wanhua on the banks of Danshui(Tamsui) River. Because most goods were exported through
Dadaocheng, tariffs were also levied there.

Throughout its history, the customhouse issued detailed daily, monthly, quarterly, yearly and 10-year
reports that contain invaluable data regarding the goods that were imported and exported. More
importantly, the reports also analyze the reasons for any,growth or contractions in trade and even
provide an overall assessment of the surrounding environment. Because of their comprehensive and
reliable information, academics often use the firsthand historical data contained in the customhouse

reports in their research. Each edition of the Danshui(Tamsui) customhouse’s 10-year Report is thusly

widely valued in academia.

After traffic through the Port of Danshui(Tamsui) began to decline during the Japanese occupation,
a customhouse was established on today’s Zhengzhou Road (at the intersection of Civic Boulevard
and Huanhe North Road). This building became the office of the Superintendent of Customs when the.
office was moved to Taipei.

Johann Wolfgang von Goethe once likened architecture to frozen music. The customhouse and its
related buildings in Danshui(Tamsui) remain as a witness to this important period in the city’s history.
I want to introduce these important historical sites so that their true history can be preserved and
entice more people visit Danshui(Tamsui) to explore the area’s history for themselves.

Later, much of the goods that had once transited through Danshui(Tamsui) were instead shipped through :
the newly opened Port of Keelung. The Danshui(Tamsui) River had built up silt deposits and had trouble:
accommodating the increasingly large trading vessels. The amount of work for the area customhouse also
dropped off. In the later years of the Japanese Occupation, customs work was incorporated into the harbor
bureau system and bureau offices in the area of the wharf were expropriated by customs. Due to military _
requirements, the navy was later stationed on the wharf and the Customs Service moved its offices to Hai- :‘ M

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Customs
Officer's Residence

After Danshui(Tamsui) was opened up as a trading port, the Customs Service delegated the Assistant Customs
Commissioner, John William Howell, to preside over the Danshui(Tamsui) customhouse’s operations. Initially, the office

was very streamlined, with only four western workers. As the number of transactions grew, more and more people joined
the ranks. In 1866, the Service bought land in Danshui(Tamsui) to build the commissioner’s official residence. A few
years later, in 1875, it purchased additional land from the Wu brothers adjoining the residence to build two employee
dormitories for mid and high level customs officials.

The residence, often called the Small White House due to its color, sits on a raised foundation one meter above the
surrounding area. The building features French windows and chimneys and is encircled by an open air corridor that
serves as a verandah. The verandah takes up quite a large proportion of the overall area of the residence, creating a
visually interesting living space. The front of the house faces the Danshui(Tamsui) River to the north and is decorated
with 11 arches, while the eastern and western facing walls feature four arches each. The symmetrical arches make the
building more delicate and beautiful, while also increasing the amount of natural light and ventilation to the interior. They
do so without restricting residents’ field of vision because the placement of the windows and doors echoes the location of
the arches. Each of the windows and doors are covered with wooden shutters to adjust light levels and provide necessary
shade.

The building has a hipped roof that allows for optimal water drainage and increases the interior space, which provides
area for a loft and added insulation. Fireplaces were installed to ward of chill and dampness, so chimneys can be seen
jutting out of the roof. The foundation was laid with red bricks and stone, while vents were left in the foundation on all
four sides to prevent moisture buildup and to emphasize the status of the inhabitants.

In 1895, Inspector General of the Danshui(Tamsui) customs, H.B. Morse, met with his Japanese counterpart who was to
take over operations during the Japanese Occupation. Morse told him that the Imperial Maritime Customs Service was
under the jurisdiction of Sir Robert Hart, while the Ching only paid salaries, rent, and other expenses totaling only 3000
taels of silver each month. The Ching used a tax farming system, entrusting all services to Hart’s organization, so all of
the buildings and real estate were Hart’s personal property. Only after the Japanese agreed to pay 50,000 taels of silver
did Morse cede the customhouses in Danshui(Tamsui) and Keelung to the Japanese government.

During the early days of the Japanese occupation, the majority of imports and exports traveled through Keelung, because
Danshui(Tamsui) River had filled with silt from regional reclamation projects and been filled with stones to blockade
enemy forces during the Sino-French War. As Customs Service operations naturally declined as well, the customhouse
established The 50 Club (* FL+&{HE450) to provide recreation to its employees. The club featured books, board games,
tennis, billiards, table tennis, and swimming, giving workers a place to relax, make friends, exercise, and take meals.

In 1949, the Customs Inspector General, an American named Lester Knox Little, came to Taiwan along with the KMT
government and moved into the official residence in Danshui(Tamsui). The Customs Service buried tablets stating “Office
of the Customs Inspector General” at each of the building’s four sides. Little was a traditional customs officer with very
meticulous habits. Every morning at exactly 7am he set off along Zhenli Street, turning onto Sanmin Street, and then
following Zhongzheng Road to his office in Taipei. Some Danshui(Tamsui) residents used his morning departure to
set their clocks. In 1996, Taiwan’s customs service prepared to raze the residence in favor of a high-rise building, but
found strident resistance from residents, local groups, students, and experts who started the Save the Little White House
Movement. In 1997, the Ministry of the Interior classified the building as a third-class historical site and today it is one of
the most important historical tourist spots in the Danshui(Tamsui) Historical Area.
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Tamsui Lighthouse
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Besides its responsibilities to levy tariffs and catch smugglers, the Chinese customs service was the only
one in the world also responsible for maintaining lighthouses. The origins of this anomaly arose during
the Ching Dynasty, when it signed treaties with the world powers. There was a clause in the treaties
that called for the Customs Service to collect vessel dues to help cover the building and repair of marine
related equipment and facilities. The western powers who signed the treaties found that even though
they paid these fees, shipwrecks and disasters at sea were still common. They threatened to withhold
funds, so the Ching court was forced to find a solution, deciding to install and maintain lighthouses,
which is still the case today.

In 1796, Danshui(Tamsui) residents raised funds and erected a four meter tall, cylindrical stone
tower on the northwest edge of Shalun to guide vessels. At its top, they installed a glass oil lantern
and hired someone to light and extinguish the lantern each day, allowing vessels to navigate safely to

their destination. It is shown on an early English sea chart. By 1888, Taiwan was part of the Chinese

Empire, which built a total of five lighthouses on the island. Among these was a 15.8 meter tall kerosene
lighthouse built in Danshui(Tamsui) with the brightness of 100 candles. In 1926, it was changed to an
electric light, then in 1951 it was upgraded to a strobe light, which flashed once every three seconds
and had a candlepower of 4,000 candles. In 1969, the Customs Service chose the northern bank of
the Danshui(Tamsui) River to build a square steel lighthouse because of the new location’s improved
visibility. It measured 32.7 meters tall, with the light located at a height of 35.2 meters, which could be
seen at a distance of 16.6 nautical miles. The main lamp was an alternating current electric light that
flashed a white light once every eight seconds at a candlepower of 28,000 candles. Below the main light
there were arc lights installed that indicated how vessels could safely enter the harbor channel.
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
